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Find Audiovisuals in the Online Public Access Catal og (OPAC) 
 
Example:  You wish to search for materials about Buddhism  in audiovisual format 
(DVD or VHS) only: 
 

1. Access the WCC Library homepage at http://www.waynecc.edu/library/ 

2. Login to the Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC); if the session has timed 
out, first click OK. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Click OK to start the 
login procedure 
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3. Then click the Login  button.  You do not need to fill in any of the boxes. 

 

4. Click Power Search  below the library  search box in the middle of the OPAC 
search page. 

 

Just click the Login  
button; no other 
information is needed 
in the other boxes. 

Clicking Power Search 
will allow you to choose a 
single format or type of 
material to search. 
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5. From the Power Search  menus click on the arrow boxes  beside your chosen 
search boxes to select the proper parameters for your search.   

6. Our example uses a words or phrase  (i.e. keyword) search for materials held by 
the library at “Wayne” , more specifically for the “DVD” type of item. 

7. Enter any relevant search terms  into the search boxes .  Our example uses the 
keyword search term “buddhism.”  

8. Click the Search button in the middle of the screen to complete the search. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Click the drop-down 
arrow to choose the 
type of search term 
you wish to use.  
Words or phrase  = 
keyword, a good 
choice to begin a 
search if you do not 
know an LC (Library 
of Congress) search 
term to use.  In this 
example we’re using 
Buddhism  as a 
keyword.  

Click the drop-down arrow to choose 
the library’s holdings you wish to 
search.  Always choose Wayne to 
search items shelved at WCC’s library.  

Click the drop-down arrow to 
choose the type of item you wish to 
find.   For DVD’s choose DVD.  For 
VHS, choose Videotapes  
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9. To find out more about an item on the Search Results list, click on the Details  
button to the left of the basic call number/title/author listing. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Note that the keyword search for 
DVD’s in the WCC Library 
brought up six titles  (items), 
which are listed in the body of 
the Search Results  screen. 

Note that both DVD and VHS 
formats will be listed with the 
“videorecording ” qualifier after 
the title. 

In this case the “12 copies ” means a 12-disc set.  The 
OPAC database uses the word “copy” to describe all 
items, even if they are set items, not duplicate copies 
of one item. Click the Details button on this screen, 
then the Catalog Record tab on the next screen to 
identify the contents of each disc in the set. 
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10. For even more information about the LC Subject terms  for the item, or the 
Contents , from the Item Information  tab screen, click on the Catalog Record  
tab above the title. 

11. Click Previous  in the upper menu bar only to return to the screen immediately 
previous to the one you are on. 

12. Click Go Back  in the upper menu bar anytime you wish to return to the Search  
Results list. 

 

Audio Visual  is the location 
where these items are shelved 
in the WCC Library, and it is 
closed to browsing, except by 
special permission to faculty. 
 
Please give the library staff 
member at the Circulation Desk 
the location name as well as 
the call number  to have the 
item retrieved for you.  Only 
WCC faculty or WCC teaching 
staff may check out audiovisual 
items not placed on Reserve .   
 
Faculty may have an Audio 
Visual item placed on the hold 
shelf  by calling the Circulation 
desk a day or two ahead of  the 
time for his or her class 
session(s).  
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Note that our keyword search 
term “Buddhism” is actually a 
Library of Congress Subject 
Heading (LCSH), called Subject 
term in the OPAC display.  Any 
text in blue in the OPAC may be 
clicked as a link to pull up a 
Search Results list of other 
items using that subject (or 
author or title) term in the 
Catalog Record.  

Contents will usually list the 
main topics covered in each part 
or volume of a multi-part set, 
helping you choose which disc 
to ask for at the WCC Library 
Circulation desk.  

Go Back will always return you 
directly to the original Search 
Results screen.  

Previous will only take you 
back one screen, in this 
example, back to the Item 
Information  tab screen. 
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13. When you have completed your searches and recorded the call numbers for 
retrieval by the WCC Library Circulation staff, click Logout to leave the OPAC; 

14.  Or click Search/Home  to begin a new search session. 

 

Logout will take you 
out of the OPAC 

Search/Home  will take you out of your 
account and back to the OPAC main 
search page.
